Funds to Families of Injured Service Personnel

The Fisher House provides temporary lodging for families of servicemen and women who are hospitalized as the result of an unexpected illness, disease or injury.  The Portsmouth facility is one of a number of Fisher Houses across the United States and in Germany that are receiving contributions through AFFN.   As part of this effort, AFFN donated a total of $19,000 in gift checks to Fisher Houses in Germany and throughout the United States including Hawaii. 

The families will be able to use the money in $50 increments to buy food and other items at local commissaries.
