Hanscom FCU Delivers Local Service Group Matching Grant

Hanscom AFB, MA (May 15, 2007) – Hanscom FCU presented the Hanscom AFB Company Grade Officers Council (CGOC) with a $1,500 grant from the Armed Forces Financial Network.

Given as a match for the $1,000 Board Memorial Award that CGOC previously received from Hanscom FCU, it is the largest grant issued since HFCU joined the AFFN Matching Grant Program.

Made up of Lieutenants and Captains assigned to Hanscom AFB, the CGOC serves the Hanscom community with everything from scholarships and troop care packages to its professional development speaker series and Hanscom Against Drunk Driving.

In October the group received the Board Memorial Award, honoring past and present Hanscom FCU board members by recognizing volunteer groups that serve its members. The annual $1,000 grant has been boosted since 2004 through the AFFN Matching Grant Program, which this year alone has channeled tens of thousands of dollars to member financial institutions that identify local need for supporting U.S. military troops and their families.

“While Hanscom FCU is proud to serve a membership that spans the U.S. and reaches overseas, we never forget we are a member of a vital local community and have a responsibility to help support it,” said Chairman of the Board Paul Marotta. “The CGOC’s volunteer efforts were an ideal recipient of the Board Memorial Award, and now will additionally -- and deservedly -- benefit from the AFFN’s more-than-generous match.”

Hanscom Federal Credit Union, headquartered at Hanscom Air Force Base, MA, serves 42,000 members across the country and overseas through 14 branches, over 65,000 service centers and surcharge-free ATMs, 24-hour telephone service, and a web-based branch.
