$3,000 TO PARENTS AS TEACHERS “HEROES AT HOME” PROGRAM

 

Fort Leavenworth, KS – On June 1, 2007 Lt. General Robert Arter (Ret.), Civilian Aide to the Secretary of the Army for Kansas (East) and former Armed Forces Bank President and current Board member, presented Parents as Teachers with a check for $3,000 to support the “Heroes at Home” program.  As part of a matching grant program offered by the Armed Forces Financial Network (AFFN), Armed Forces Bank donated $1,500 and this amount was matched by AFFN.  

Parents as Teachers “Heroes at Home” is a Department of Defense funded parent education and family support program for military families.  At a time when service members and their dependents are increasingly impacted by repeat deployment, demands at home and the stress of being away, “Heroes at Home” offers support to military families who frequently do not have family connections where they are stationed.  Understanding the unique challenges that face military families, “Heroes at Home” staff work with young parents to develop secure attachments and encourage their children’s development so they will learn, grow and develop to realize their full potential.  This is accomplished through home visits, group meetings, developmental and health screenings, and a resource referral network.  The pilot project is being tested on 12 installations to integrate Parents as Teachers services directly into the Child and Youth Services.  AFB is the on-post bank at four of these installations:  Ft. Leonard Wood, MO; Ft. Riley, KS; Ft. Leavenworth, KS; and Ft. Lewis, WA.  

Armed Forces Bank celebrates its 100th birthday this year having served military members and their families since 1907.  “This is one way we can show our appreciation for the men and women who so honorably serve our country and to say thank you for giving us an opportunity to serve you,” said Arter.
